An Analysis of Afro-America

In order to properly understand this analysis, we need to first
ask: Why was it Africans were enslaved and dragged to the
Americas to fulfill the colonists’ needs for labor in the above
regions? Why did Europeans victimize Africans instead of sending
their own people or other Europeans to the Americas either as
voluntary immigrants or forced laborers?

First you need to understand that long and laborious treatises
were written to prove, on Biblical evidence, that the Negro is a
“beast;” and on scientific evidence that he is more nearly an ape
than a man. While this ideology in itself justified enslaving
Africans, the population and climate were the most crucial
factors in answer to the two questions above.

The population of Spain and Portugal were very thin and their
empires huge. France at the time expressed deep concern about
the loss of the country’s “useful” population and outlawed
deportation of French men and women as forced laborers unless
they were military deserters, criminals, prostitutes, or considered
useless and/or troublemakers. England had a greater population
surplus than the others. Irish war captives, English “criminals,”
and religious dissenters were available to send, or to voluntarily
go to the Americas as indentured servants.

As a result, from the mid-fifteenth century to the late nineteenth
century, over 11 million people born in Africa were carried across
the ocean. About 3 million were taken by ships belonging to the
British merchants/slave masters to the West Indies and North
America. One million alone went to the Island of Jamaica. The
Negro in the West Indies was the essence and foundation of life
in the Caribbean Islands where the temperature was the

enemy of the white man; In the US where the
temperature was more to their liking, the Blacks were just
a regrettable accident as will be noted below.

That said, the heart of the new world African Diaspora lies
not in the West Indies or north of the border in the US,
but south. During the period of slavery ten times as many
Africans came to Spanish and Portuguese America. By the
end of the 1900s, Afro-Latinos outnumbered Afro-North
Americans by 3 to 1 and formed, on average, almost twice
as large a proportion of their respective population (22%
in Latin America, 12% in the US). Furthermore, our
forebears (Wls)—who would serve to increase the
Afro-Latin numbers (for the most part we are still
considered “Antillanos” in the Panama Civil Registry) — did
not enter Latin America as members of a cultural group
that populated the Wl island but as a ragtag
collective--persons whose most evident community was
their isolation.

We believe that the process of constructing this analysis
provides a critical background for a better understanding
of the European’s monstrous crime against black Africans,
and the egregious ‘blunder’ on their part, which was not
realized until Emancipation in the various regions.
Noteworthy, the Protestant denomination (English and
Dutch) were more repressive of blacks than the Catholic
denomination. Wherever the Catholic Church was
powerful, for example, in Louisiana, Mexico and South
America, Africanism was retained in greater numbers.
